 Alfie Lambe left his native Ireland on July 16, 1953, and traveled to the Continent of South America where he would labor for six years. He believed in living the spirit of the Legion. He said, “I believe one has simply to go on doing what one is doing at the moment”.  It is a sentiment very close to Our Lady’s who wanted what God wanted done at each moment.  Alfie lived in the sacrament of the present moment.  He believed that nothing was impossible to accomplish and what was most important was to do your best at every task.  He concerned himself with the details of each task.  All human beings were of equal value regardless of their status or class in life.  The praesidia Alfie established were not just among the majority cultures, but within the minorities, and among those another might have overlooked. Mary through Alfie’s work was now encouraging the natives of South America to enter the priesthood.  His work changed the course of Church history in South America.  His spirituality reflected Mary’s love and concern for all her children.  It could truly be said of Alfie that his soul reflected the greatness of his God.  The work he accomplished in such a short period of time does attest to this.   In February of 1980 his cause for canonization was introduced in a letter to the Holy Father by the Archbishop of Buenos Aires, Cardinal Aramburu.
On January 21, 2010, at 7 p.m., a Mass will be celebrated in Spanish at St. Anthony of Padua Catholic Church in Falls Church, Virginia, to support the cause of Alfie Lambe for canonization.  We will be collecting petitions for his intercession during the month of January.   We encourage all of you to seek his intercession on your behalf.
